
 
Ticket Information 
An allocation of approx. 1,000 tickets is available to Cymru supporters. These are located in adjacent blocks T, U and 
V, with a small number of category 1 tickets available in block E of the stadium. Please note, a fence in front of the 
away end partially restricts the view from some seats. These seats will be the last sold in each block and supporters 
allocated one of these seats will be notified during the booking process. Tickets will be sold in the following stages.  

 
Stage 1: 10am Tuesday 1st August to 9:30am Wednesday 2nd August: Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult 
or Junior Membership (Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 7 of the previous 11 away 
qualifying/friendly matches on their booking history. Approx. 750 supporters are eligible in this stage. Supporters 
eligible in stage 1 are guaranteed a ticket if they purchase before the stage closes.  
 
Stage 2: 10am-midday Wednesday 2nd August: Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or Junior Membership 
(Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 6 of the previous 11 away qualifying/friendly matches on their 
booking history. Approx. 280 additional supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 3: 12:30pm-2:30pm Wednesday 2nd August (subject to availability): Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall 
Adult or Junior Membership (Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 5 of the previous 11 away 
qualifying/friendly matches on their booking history. Approx. 320 additional supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 4: 3pm-5pm Wednesday 2nd August (subject to availability): Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or 
Junior Membership (Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 4 of the previous 11 away qualifying/friendly 
matches on their booking history. Approx. 420 additional supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 5: 10am-midday Thursday 3rd August (subject to availability): Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or 
Junior Membership (Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 3 of the previous 11 away qualifying/friendly 
matches on their booking history. Approx. 570 additional supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 6: 12:30pm-2:30pm Thursday 3rd August (subject to availability): Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall 
Adult or Junior Membership (Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 2 of the previous 11 away 
qualifying/friendly matches on their booking history. Approx. 770 additional supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 7: 3pm-5pm Thursday 3rd August (subject to availability): Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or 
Junior Membership (Purchased before 9am on Thursday 28th July) AND any 1 of the previous 11 away qualifying/friendly 
matches on their booking history. Approx. 1,500 additional supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 8: 10am-midday Friday 4th August (subject to availability): Open to all supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or 
Junior Membership

Due to the extremely high expected demand for tickets, a full ticket collection will be in place for this match. Ticket 
collections will take place from the Radisson Blu Ridzene, located in the centre of Riga, between 11am and 5pm on 
Sunday 10th and Monday 11th September.

All supporters allocated a ticket will need to collect. Lead bookers will not be able to collect on behalf of those they 
have purchased for. 
 

  
The 
number of tickets available is limited for this match and the FAW’s loyalty scheme will be applied.  
 
Seats with easier access, in both the main Cymru end and the cat. 1 area, have been kept aside for supporters who 
require them. If you would like to be sat in one of these seats, book online as normal, then email tickets@faw.co.uk to 
request a move. These seats will be allocated on a first come first served basis. Please note, the view from the easier 
access seats in the main away end is restricted by the fence in front of those blocks.
