For girls wanting to join a club, Huddle will act as that important stepping stone into a team, but for those just
looking to give football a try, all girls are welcome to stay at Huddle!

By listening to the needs and motivations of young girls across Wales, the FAW understand the importance of
a positive first experience for young girls in a relaxed environment. Huddle allows girls the opportunity to enjoy
playing with their friends, without the pressure of joining an official team, or feel the need to be good at a sport.
Research shows that by introducing girls to new activities in this way will build their confidence and reduce

the fears of not being good enough, competing with boys and the pressure to perform. Not only this, but by
introducing girls to a fun, team environment and focusing on fundamentals at an early age, this improves both
long term social and physical skills.

Huddle is a fully inclusive turn up and play environment, that welcomes girls of all abilities, backgrounds and
experiences, and there has never been a more important time for football to bring our communities together.

Using play.faw.cymru/huddle the FAW will be signposting all young girls to our Huddle centres, so what better
time to be a part of this exciting programme. For 2024 we are looking for NEW providers to join us on this journey,
with applications open NOW.

The FAW passionately believes that every young girl should have the opportunity to play football in a fun, safe
environment. The FAW are looking for partners who share the same passion as we do for developing inclusive and
positive football experiences and opportunities for young girls.

Host clubs, as a minimum, must have the ‘STANDARD’ FAW accreditation.

Organisations that have previously delivered Huddle can apply to run additional centres but must continue to run
their current sessions. Applications will not be approved to replace existing providers/sessions.

For organisations looking to become a Huddle provider they must meet the minimum criteria listed on page /.

You MUST be committed to:

« Offer inclusive opportunities for girls within your local community.

Deliver community based sessions.

Deliver a minimum of 16 weeks of sessions per year.

Deliver for a minimum of two years/seasons.

Target delivery of 25 girls across the programme.

Provide the correct staffing ratio. (pg.7)

. Ensure standards are maintained at all sessions.




Sustainability

As part of our mission to engage 20,000 girls by 2026, it is important that all girls have access to football across
Wales all of the time. When starting your Huddle sessions, it is extremely important to think about the future
—and ensuring that your Huddle sessions can continue in future seasons to see aid more girls on their journey
through football in Wales. When thinking about sustainability, it is important to consider the following:

. How much will you charge participants per session?

. In order to make your sessions sustainable, you may wish to consider a small charge per session. The recommended charge per session would be
maximum £3 per session.

« How are you going to recruit a volunteer workforce?

«  Whatlinks might you have in the community currently, or that might be available to you to widen your volunteer network? Clubs, Schools, Colleges,
Universities?

« How could you recruit or upskill your parent network?

« Thereare manyroles your parents could play within Huddle; How might you support your parents? And how do you plan to engage them?

« How are you going to continue to promote your sessions?

« How are you going to continuously engage more girls? What means of promotion might you use? How will you innovatively capture the target audience?

In addition to the support of the National Huddle team at the FAW, each Huddle provider will also have the support of your local FAW Participation Officer.
Prior to submitting an application it is advised you contact your Regional Football Development Manager to gain support with the application process and to
understand the current delivery taking place in your local area.
