
 

 
Ticket Information 
 
An allocation of approx. 2,000 tickets is available to Cymru supporters. The majority of these are located in the main 
Cymru end, with a small number available in a category 1 area. A full ticket collection is in place for this match. 

 
Stage 1: 10am Tuesday 14th May until 9:30am Wednesday 15th May: Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult 
or Junior Membership AND any 3 of the previous 9 away qualifying/friendly matches on their booking history. Approx. 
1,900 supporters are eligible in this stage. Supporters eligible in stage 1 are guaranteed a ticket if they purchase 
before the stage closes.  
 
Stage 2: 10am-midday Wednesday 15th May: Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or Junior Membership 
AND any 2 of the previous 9 away qualifying/friendly matches on their booking history. Approx. 800 additional 
supporters become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 3: 1pm-3pm Wednesday 15th May: Open to supporters with 2022-24 Red Wall Adult or Junior Membership AND 
any 1 of the previous 9 away qualifying/friendly matches on their booking history. Approx. 1,550 additional supporters 
become eligible in this stage.  
 
Stage 4: 10am Thursday 16th May until midday Friday 17th May: Open to all supporters with a 2022-24 Red Wall Adult 
or Junior Membership
